How are residents chosen?
Residences look for a balance of backgrounds, trying to ensure a diverse 
community. You are asked to provide your top four preferences for 
accommodation. ANU attempts to offer your first preference but does not 
guarantee any preference so you should be willing to accept any ANU approved 
accommodation offered.

Financial assistance
There are a small number of Bursaries and Scholarships available. Some are 
designed to help with your ongoing accommodation costs and others can  
help out during unexpected emergencies. See our website for more details

Off-campus accommodation
Some students choose to live off-campus. University Accommodation Services 
can help you look for alternative accommodation such as renting an apartment, 
getting a room in a share house or boarding with a local family but cannot 
negotiate on your behalf. 

Housing Online
Housing Online is a free self-serve notice board which can help students 
find rental accommodation. It displays listings of short-term and long-term 
rental vacancies. There are also links to other useful internet resources. There 
is a comprehensive listing of share accommodation, properties for rent, 
accommodation wanted and opportunities for private board.

After looking at Housing Online, you might decide to share a house with other 
students. You will probably need your own bedroom furniture - the rest will 
be negotiated with flat mates. Rents for 2009 for a bedroom in a share house 
ranged from $120 to $220 per person per week plus expenses (share of food, 
power and phone). 

Set-up costs can include:

•	 bond for four weeks rent
•	 deposits and connection charges for gas, electricity and telephone
•	 purchase of basic furniture, bedding and cooking equipment.

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The cycling capital
Canberra is a two-wheeled city, perhaps the best city in the southern 
hemisphere for cyclists and cycling. Around 40 per cent of Canberrans 
regularly ride to work, to university or school and for general recreation. 
Among the facilities for cyclists:

• 	 over 250 kilometres of off-road, purpose built cycle paths — 
equivalent to around 10 per cent of the road system

• 	 on-road cycling lanes on major thoroughfares

• 	 bike paths which pass through many nature parks and reserves

• 	 weather-proof and secure bike lockers for hire at bus interchanges

• 	 free on-board bike racks on main bus routes.

Many ANU students find cycling is a cheap and environmentally friendly 
way of getting around the campus and the city. There are a number 
of student groups which organise group rides, both on and off-road, 
include mountain-biking treks. There are also many locations on the ANU 
campus to leave your bike, including security-coded covered bike sheds. 

Get some culture
As well as a huge range of sporting clubs, the ANU Students’ Association 
oversees many societies of culturally minded people. It doesn’t matter if you play 
chess, sing in choirs, debate or fancy the idea of recreating medieval times, there 
is a club for you.

I thought going on exchange would provide a good opportunity to gain a 
new perspective on my study experience, to sample on-campus living and 
inevitably increase my university involvement, to have the chance to live as a 
student in another country and to meet new people from all over the world. 

I did my exchange at Simon Fraser University (SFU) in Vancouver, Canada. 
It was the fastest but definitely the best six months of my life. My lecturers 
were practicing psychologists with amazing experiences – one lecturer 
in particular was the current sports psychologist for winter Olympic 
teams. Living on campus and getting involved in residence life definitely 
helped maximise my experience. Every weekend or day off we tripped 
away somewhere, had something to celebrate – birthdays, Thanksgiving, 
Halloween, explored the city, sight seeing, watched an ice hockey or football 
game, and there was still time for study! 

I think when you’re overseas, travelling seems all too easy. During the 
semester we made two trips up to Whistler, bused/ferried to Vancouver 
Island, flew to the east coast including Ottawa and Montreal and made a 
second break flight to Mexico. 

Aside from making a lot of new friends, world-wide contacts and keeping an 
interesting and well-updated Facebook, I think I have changed a lot. It takes 
some organising, commitment and openness to experience and meeting new 
people to get the most out of an exchange experience and I think going on 
exchange helped me develop skills in all of these areas. I have also grown a 
new interest in what I am studying and have consequently begun to rethink 
my planned career path. 

If there was a way to make exchange compulsory – I would suggest that 
it be done!! It might seem like a lot of organising and planning in the 
early days, but filling out a few forms and following the straightforward 
process that ANU conveniently makes possible, is nothing compared to the 
extensive, most exciting and unforgettable experience that you will get on 
exchange. It is a once in a life time experience that I wouldn’t change for 
anything, but if given the opportunity would definitely do again!!

Going on an exchange gives you the opportunity to immerse yourself in the 
culture and language of another country while at the same time building 
personal and academic skills. In addition, study undertaken while on an approved 
exchange will be counted towards your ANU degree, enabling you to complete 
your degree in the standard length of time.

Who can participate?
The Student Mobility Program is open to all undergraduate students enrolled in 
a full-time degree program at ANU. Prior to applying for the Student Mobility 
Program all students must have completed at least one academic year at the 
ANU and achieved a minimum credit average or better to be considered.

What will I pay for?
While you will not pay tuition fees at the host institution, you will incur the 
normal student contribution if you are a commonwealth supported student (or 
tuition fees if you are an international student), as you will remain fully enrolled 
at ANU while on exchange. You will also be responsible all for your own travel 
and living expenses.

The Student Mobility Program has a travel grant scheme to partially assist with 
travel costs. Australian Citizens may apply for an OS-HELP loan to assist with 
living costs of an international exchange.

The Australian National  
Internships Program
Some particularly interesting internship opportunities are available to students 
from any discipline. In the Australian National Internships Program (ANIP) you 
receive credit for undertaking a research project over one semester of study with 
a public institution, such as the Federal Parliament, the Australian Public Service 
or the Australian Capital Territory’s Public Service or with non-government peak 
and community organisations and professional associations.

You may be placed with Senators, Members of Parliament or in parliamentary 
committees, and research all aspects of public policy: from global politics and 
development issues to social and environmental policy, economics, law and 
issues of governance. Departments or agencies commission research on, for 
example, human rights, public sector management, public policy, environmental 
management, sports policy and administration. Industry and community 
organisations focus on environmental, law, trade, economic, social and industry 
policy. ANIP interns must complete a significant research project to the 
satisfaction of both placement and academic assessors.

Students have three options within the Program:

• 	 Internship A combines coursework on current public policy issues with an 
11 week part-time placement. It is an 18-unit option

• 	 Internship B is recommended for students who want to concentrate on 
research while undertaking a part-time placement for 11 weeks. This is  
12-unit course and does not include coursework

• 	 Internship C is a full time placement for 11 weeks. This is an 18-unit 
course, which does not include coursework. Students should have strong 
research skills.

Application for 
advanced standing should be made at the time of application for admission.

Status of up to one year is offered by the ANU College of Business and 
Economics to diploma holders of approved institutions. Status of up to two years 
is offered by the ANU College of Engineering and Computer Science for the 
Bachelor of Engineering program and one and a half years for the Bachelor of 

Information Technology program. Status of up to two years is offered by  

the ANU College of Science.

Careers FAQs
How do I find a part-time job while I am studying? 
The Careers Centre receives a number of part-time and casual vacancies every 
year. These jobs are placed on CareerHub, our on-line vacancy and career 
information system. The Careers Centre can assist you to identify other possible 
employment opportunities in the Canberra community. In general, Canberra’s 
unemployment rates are lower than in many other parts of the country, and the 
part-time market is a reasonably vibrant one. 

How can I get careers advice while I am studying?
The Careers Centre offers you access to one-to-one Careers Counselling 
appointments. You can use this as an opportunity to discover the employment 
options from your overall degree, or to discuss the career implications of your 
subject and course choices. 

Less formal drop-in sessions are offered at set times each week if you feel like a 
brief chat with a careers professional about careers or job search issues. 

Will my degree help me to get a job?
The employment rates for graduates are still generally higher than the 
employment rates for non-graduates. Of course, this depends on you as an 
individual, and the particular skills and abilities which you have to offer. Similarly, 
income levels for graduates compare very favourably with income levels for  
non-graduates. 

Regardless of your choice of degree, university study will equip you with 
analytical and research skills that are highly regarded by employers. 

How can I make sure that I find out about graduate 
opportunities before I graduate?
A large part of the role of the Careers Centre is to liaise with employers and to 
promote ANU graduates to them. 

Many large private and public sector organisations have targeted graduate 
recruitment campaigns, which may begin early in your final year of study. These 
graduate opportunities are advertised on CareerHub, but final year students are 
actively encouraged to visit the Careers Centre and keep up to date with who 
is recruiting. As Australia’s national university, ANU has an excellent reputation 
with employers and our graduates are highly regarded in local, national and 
international employment markets. 

Additionally, our regular contact with employers means we can advise you on the 
graduate destinations most associated with your degree. 

What do graduate employers really look for in assessing 
graduate applicants?
While knowledge and professional qualifications are important, major recruiters 
also look for graduates who have excellent interpersonal skills. Communication, 
leadership, analytical and teamwork skills, for example, are highly sought after. 
University is a great place to develop these attributes, both through study and 
through involvement in the broader university community. 

Can the Careers Centre help me to write job applications 
and prepare for job interviews?
Yes. This is a big part of our role, and we can assist with written resources, 
workshops, and individual advice and coaching. 

Can I still use the Careers Centre after I graduate?
Yes. ANU graduates can use our services and CareerHub for up to two years 
following graduation.

Step 1: Entry Requirements
As a student applying for entry to an undergraduate program you must have an 
acceptable recognised Year 12 academic qualification or equivalent.

Step 2: Application
For admission in 2010 all applicants apply through the Universities Admission 
Centre (UAC). 

UAC contact details are at the back of this guide. School careers advisers will also 
have details on how to apply.

Step 3: Offers
Once you have been made an offer through UAC, ANU will send you further 
information which includes:

• 	 an offer letter
• 	 instructions on how to accept your offer and enrol
•	 HECS-HELP information.

Associate Degrees
ANU offers Associate Degrees in Business, Social Studies or Science and 
Technology through ANU College. This is a two-year full-time qualification 
accredited against higher education requirements undertaken following Year 12 
or equivalent with mature age entry possible. They emphasise the foundational, 
research-based knowledge of an academic discipline and are broad-based in 
conceptual and theoretical content. The Associate Degree offers an exit point 
at the sub-degree level, or an articulated pathway into the Bachelor Degree. 
These Associate Degrees are not available for international students. For more

Alternative entry
Adult entry: If you are an Australian citizen or permanent resident, aged over 21 
by 1 March in the year you wish to be admitted to the University, and you do not 
meet the University’s minimum admission requirements, you have alternative 
methods of admission. These include:

Tertiary preparation courses, for example, the NSW TAFE Tertiary Preparation 
Certificate or the Canberra Institute of Technology Pre-Tertiary Studies Program.

The Special Adult Entry Scheme (SAES) in which you are selected for entry on the 
basis of your performance in an essay and a multi-choice admissions test, both 
to be undertaken in October-December (or May for mid-year entry).

The University Preparation Scheme (UPS) at the Centre for Continuing Education 
held in 2009 in order to qualify for admission to the University in 2010. You 
must undertake a part-time course, be assessed by course tutors, and sit a 
multiple choice admissions test. Some courses are offered on an intensive basis in 
Semester 1 to assist applicants seeking mid-year admissions to ANU. Contact the 
Centre for Continuing Education on 02 6125 2892 for further details.

University Admission Test
ANU also offers an Admission Test which can be used if your UAI does not meet 
requirements for admission but is within a certain range. More information will 
be available later in 2009.

Countrywide Access Scheme 
Current or recent school-leavers with good academic potential who have 
experienced serious disadvantage in their preparation for tertiary entrance 
may apply for special consideration under the Countrywide Access Scheme. 
For current Year 12 students, this could be because they have experienced long 
term disadvantage during Years 11 and 12; in some instances disadvantages 
experienced before Year 11 may be considered. Alternatively it could be because 
they have experienced a traumatic event over a short term which has or will 
have a long-term impact on their educational performance. You can apply for 
consideration under the Countrywide Access Scheme by lodging an Educational 
Access Scheme (EAS) application with UAC. You can get the EAS booklet from 
schools, UAC or the University. The Scheme is available to Australian citizens and 
permanent residents.

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Indigenous Australian Admission Scheme
The Indigenous Australian Admission Scheme offers Indigenous Australian 

students, whose qualifications do not meet minimum admission requirements 

for ANU, an opportunity to gain admission to undertake studies at the University. 

Under the Scheme, factors such as work experience, informal study, referee 

reports, interview and performance in written tasks are taken into account when 

assessing the eligibility of the applicant for admission. 

Applications for the Indigenous Australian Admission Scheme close on 

October 31. Further information is available from the Jabal Indigenous Higher 

Education Centre.

•	 an Australian citizen or permanent resident

•	 a New Zealand citizen (permanent residents of New Zealand are 

international fee-paying applicants).

International applicants include holders of permits for temporary entry into 

Australia, such as diplomats, persons granted refugee status and temporary 

residents who hold work permits and their dependents.

APPLICATION DEADLINES: International students should apply directly to 

the University by mid-November where possible; however, those currently 

undertaking a Year 12 qualification, an International Baccalaureate in Australia 

or an NZ National Certificate of Educational Achievement Level 3 should 

apply through UAC by the appropriate closing date. Other applicants currently 

studying in Australia on an overseas student visa should contact the ANU 

Admissions Office.
